We Believe……  

• The Bible is the inspired and inerrant Word of God, the authority in all matters of 
faith and life.  

• In the Trinity, that God the Father is Creator of the world, Jesus is the Son of God 
and Savior of the world, and the Holy Spirit is the Comforter and Teacher to the 
world.
